The program is designed to provide broader-based, multi-skilled training that facilitates life-long learning and opens the door for the participant to continue their education and training in construction. With the partnership of the R.B. Russell Vocational School the students have the advantage of gaining Grade 12 English, Consumer Math and six Grade 11 & 12 credits in Building Construction, thus completing their Mature Student Diploma equivalent as recognized by the Province of Manitoba.

The course also offers an accredited program with the Apprenticeship Board of Manitoba with students receiving level one towards their red seal carpentry.

“Aboriginal Construction Technology Program,” is designed to provide Aboriginal participants with the training and exposure to all areas of the construction trades industry, i.e. carpentry, plumbing, electrical, drywall, mechanics, and other areas.
